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Support to Nepal after the earthquakes

A strong earthquake (7,8) hit Nepal April 26" followed by many powerful aftershocks. The earthquakes caused
thousands of deaths, injuries and extensive damage to buildings. Nearly 8000 deaths were reported in Nepal.
Many homes and historic buildings collapsed, temples have been ruined, roads destroyed. The quake was
followed by more than 200 aftershocks and another huge earthquake (7,3) on May 12.

First earthquake hit on Saturday when a lot of people were luckily out of the houses. Most of the artisans
making Dekorando’s Feel Felt products survived but many got injuries like broken legs, hands or fractures.
Injured workers are getting free medical care and also receive extra support from their employer such as food
and locally manufactured tents and blankets.

As the rebuilding of infrastructure and homes require a lot of resources, it is particularly important that
Nepalese have work. Most of the artisans are women with low income from villages outside of Kathmandu and
all need help after the earthquakes. We are glad that we can support Nepalese artisans through our Feel Felt
products — when having work they have better opportunities to receive faith in the future and can start
rebuilding their lives,

At the moment the situation is getting stabilized and most of the families who have suffered have received

some support packages. But most people are short of building materials which would be needed for proper
shelters for the rain. Employer is planning to hand out more building materials and offering advance salary

payments for the preparation of shelters.

Artisans have already started Feel Felt production at the factory where conditions are good. The factory is new
(built year 2011) and it was strong enough to hold the earthquakes.

Dekorando has donated money to manufacturing company and also has started sales campaigns to support
artisans and their families. Money has been used for food, water, medicines and the plan is to buy and send
tents from Finland.

We are also very happy that our Japanese agent, Ditt-Datt, will participate by donating share of their sales from
June and August to Nepal.
